RULES & REGULATIONS COMPLYING WITH A.P.H.A (Animal and Plant Health Agency)

· [bookmark: _GoBack]The statutory rules on bird gatherings apply to all bird keepers, whether the birds are kept commercially, as a hobby, or as a pet.
· Any birds travelling from a gathering to any premises (whether they are returning to premises of origin or to a new location) must be isolated from other birds at that premises and health-monitored for at least one week and ideally 14 days afterwards.
· Ensure that no birds are allowed to enter a gathering unless the participant declares that they do not originate from premises or areas which are under restrictions related to confirmation of a notifiable avian disease, including from any temporary disease control zone imposed by Ministers and can provide a valid CPH number to verify this. Helpline Telephone No. is 0300 0200301
· Ensure that when you arrive at the event venue birds remain isolated from all other birds on the event site until all such birds have been individually inspected by a named bird expert designate by the licensee.	
· Birds should be health checked before travelling to the show; and that any birds travelling from the show to any premises whether they are returning home or to a new location, must be isolated from other birds and health-monitored for at least one week.
· Any exhibitor wishing to sell birds after showing MUST go through the poultry section leader where names and addresses MUST be recorded.
· Poultry arriving at the show will be individually inspected before being allowed into the Marquee. This should only take a few minutes to complete.
· All cages, crates, baskets receptacles or other containers will be refused entry and asked to leave the showground, if they are visibly contaminated with bird droppings or other material of bird origin, other than faeces produced during transportation of the birds to the show. 
· Any poultry that fail the inspection, or show any signs suggestive of avian notifiable disease during the event will be reported immediately to APHA.
· Please bring the declaration that you must complete with you when you present your birds for inspection, before entering the Poultry Marquee.
· Due to the need to inspect every bird before entering the Marquee, we recommend your earliest arrival on show day.
We trust you will appreciate the need for these additional bio-security measures and that they are there to protect everyone’s interests and the bird’s.
We thank you in anticipation of your patience and co-operation with this important matter and look forward to welcoming you to Ipstones Show 2024.
